Step 2. Connect the Read-out panel to the 

ChargeMaster, using (1) a MasterBus 

cable and (2) two MasterBus 

Terminators. 

Step 3. Reconnect the charger AC. 

The charger will recognize the Read-out and be 

configured automatically to use this panel (Set 

up automatic, see chapter 3).
